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Betta Kurumba is a little-known South Dravidian language spoken by a group of 2000+ people living in the Nilgiri Mountains of southern India. The language is closely related to well-known South Dravidian languages, Tamil, Malayalam, and Kannada, and is spoken in close proximity to them. This paper presents a description of certain aspects of verb morphology in which make Betta Kurumba show a striking difference from its politically dominant neighbors, namely the morphological structure of verbs, innovations in complex verb formation, and the development of a large set of suffixes that mark subtle temporal and logical relations between clauses in combination.
