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Nominalized Complement Clauses in Turkish, Noghay and Turkmen
This paper discusses copular forms and nominalized complement clauses in three Turkic languages: Turkish, Noghay and Turkmen. It is shown that despite appearances the nominalized complement clauses in these three Turkic languages have the same structure. Based on the distribution of the copular forms, it is argued that these clauses have a deficient Tense category.
