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According to census counts, numbers of speakers of Aboriginal languages of Canada are in the decline. The value of language has been widely recognized in Canada. In this paper, following a brief survey of the historical situation, I discuss responses to language endangerment at various levels, including local, provincial, and federal governments as well as the Assembly of First Nations.
