The linguistic profile of Down’s syndrome subjects: Evidence from Wh-movement construction

This study investigates the performance of Greek adolescents with Down’s syndrome (DS) on the production of referential and non-referential wh-questions and compares it to the performance of normally developing children (NDC). DS individuals showed low level of correct performance on all tested structures whereas NDC performed at ceiling. These findings are discussed in terms of current linguistic approaches to DS.
