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This paper reports general tendencies in prosodic information of native words in the Tokyo, Kyoto and Ishigaki dialects. Pitch accents of these dialects are quality-sensitive and the location of a lexical accent on a word of smaller size, which was believed to be inherently lexical, is now better understood.
