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Miraña, a Witotoan language spoken in the Colombian Amazon, has a system of about 70 class markers, whose semantics are based mainly on shape and whose functions includes agreement marking in numerals, demonstratives, and verbs. When these class markers are suffixed to noun roots, which - if used on their own - are grammatically uncountable, the resulting, derived nouns are grammatically countable. 

This mechanism of unitization shares a number of important characteristics with two distinct modes for handling countability that are described in the literature: singulatives (e.g. suffixation directly to nouns) and numeral classifiers (e.g size and semantics of unitizing forms). The pattern in Miraña constitutes a hitherto unattested typological mode for handling countability.
