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In attempting to understand the phonology of a language, the usual data are of three types: descriptive fieldwork, and its published results; raw acoustic phonetic data; native speaker intuitions. All these are typically of ordinary spoken language, either corpus or elicited.

This talk will look at ways of extending the types of data to include ways in which speakers manipulate their language, sometimes but not necessarily consciously, and what kinds of insights can be gained by such methods.

New sources of data include:

· Language games

· Novel morphology

· Loanwords

· Poetry and rhyme

· Text-to-music matching

· Speech errors

· Nicknames and other truncations

· Second language acquisition

· Code-switching

Case studies will be drawn from a variety of languages including English, Mandarin Chinese, Thai and Hindi.
